Minutes of the 14" Meeting of Apex Committee of Atal Mission for Rejuvenation and
Urban Transformation (AMRUT) held on 18.11.2016

The List of Participants is annexed.

The Joint Secretary and Mission Director welcomed Secretary (Urban Development) & other
members of Apex Committee and the officers from the State governments.

He outlined the Agenda for the meeting, namely consideration of the third round of SAAPs
of 5 States of Punjab, Gujarat, Bihar, Rajasthan, Tripura and the second SAAPs for (2016-17)
of Arunachal Pradesh and Sikkim.

2. The Committee reviewed the status of implementation of projects and reforms
under the previous SAAPs approved under the Mission so far. The detailed status of
implementation of projects under AMRUT is as below:

3. Secretary(UD) mentioned that the ministry has fast tracked the approval processes

of States’ plans in order to facilitate clarity of resources available and to enable States to
comprehensively plan to achieve the objectives. The plans for entire Mission period
allocation are to be approved in three rounds. The first two rounds of approvals have been
successfully concluded by September, 2016 while the third and final round is now being
taken up. Implementation of projects under the approved plans needs to be monitored and
reviewed at the time of considering the approvals of the third SAAPs.

Similarly, the reform agenda of AMRUT must be implemented by the states along with
project implementation. Secretary (UD) directed that important reforms like credit rating,
energy efficiency and adoption of building bye laws must also be reviewed for each state
and achievement of its milestones be linked to fund release.

4. Accordingly, the committee decided that the following benchmarks must be
examined and complied with by States and UTs at the time of considering their 3™ SAAP:

i.  Projects amounting to at least 25% against SAAP | to be contracted.

ii.  Projects amounting to at least 50% of total approvals (SAAP | & Il) to have the DPRs
approved.

ili.  100% of Central fund and corresponding State share against the SAAP-I and SAAP-II
to be transferred to the State Mission Directorate/ ULBs/ Parastatals (as the case
may be).

iv. ~ PDMC should have been appointed and be in place.

v.  Regarding credit rating, work must be awarded for all Mission Cities and credit
rating targeted to be completed by March 2017.

vi.  Satisfaction of the progress and assurance regarding adoption of Model Building
Byelaws, circulated by the Ministry w.r.t its 14 essential features by January, 2017.

In respect of the States & UTs not meeting the above conditions listed at no i to v, approval
of the third and final SAAP will be granted upon achieving these milestones.

In respect of conditions at v and vi, progress will be reviewed as per the timelines given at
the time of release of funds.

With these opening remarks, he invited the States to present their progress and the third

The Apex Committee, while, finding the SAAP Il proposal of the State to be in order, noted
that the State have not fulfilled the conditions of progress of award of contracts i.e. at least
25% of the approved plans as well as award of work for Credit Rating for the only Mission
City, therefore it has been decided that approval of the proposal (SAAP Ill) may be taken up
after the desired progress is achieved by the State.

SAAP of Arunachal Pradesh and Sikkim for the year 2016 — 17.

The Apex Committee, after consideration, approved the SAAP for 2016-17 of Arunachal
Pradesh and also took note of the fact that the SAAP of Sikkim has been approved by the
Ministry is delegated by the Apex Committee in its 13" meeting. The details are as below:

Common Conditions for all SAAPS :

Vi.

The State/UT Govts. shall, in respect of each project, explore the possibility of
funding through PPP mode, annuity based funding as well as utilising the funds
available to the ULBs through State Finance Commission and 14th Finance
Commission. An analysis of such options in respect of each project shall be
presented by the Mission Directorate before the SHPSC at the time of seeking
approval for projects.

In case the funding in a project through these sources has not been tied up, the
SHPSC should satisfy itself about the reasons for the same.

The State/UT Govts shall ensure that the works are executed through the ULBs. In
case the works are to executed through para-statal agencies, the process and
conditions specified in the Mission Guidelines in this regard shall be strictly followed.

State Govts. needs to clearly indicate about the availability of Land and other
clearances. No projects should be approved by State Level Technical Committee
(SLTC) which do not have land available and no work order should be issued till
receipt of all clearances from all concerned departments/authorities.

Re-cycling/re-use of waste water and reduction of NRW should be given focus while
approving DPRs.

The State Govts. should ensure convergence between the AMRUT, Smart Cities,
SBM, other related Schemes and Externally aided projects according to Mission
Guidelines.
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vii.  Estimates in the SAAP should be based on prevailing official schedule of rates and
not on market rates.

viii.  Implementation of reforms will make States/UTs eligible for annual incentive. In
order to get incentives reforms should be broken up into activities with timelines
and sent to TCPO by the State Mission Director.

iXx.  The approvals towards Urban Mobility shall not be used for procurement of buses.

X.  No incomplete JnNURM projects should be taken up in AMRUT and the SLTC will
ensure adherence to the Guidelines.

xi.  In case, the appraised cost of projects in previous SAAP exceeds the approved SAAP
size for the year, the SAAP may be limited to approved SAAP size by removing some
projects. Such projects may either be taken up in the next of SAAP or taken up by the
State Govt. through convergence with other schemes or borne by the State/UT
Government.

xii.  States/UTs must ensure that there is no duplicity of projects/work and projects/item
of works already approved under previous SAAP is not form the part of SAAP again.

Agenda Item No.4

Release of 3rd Instalment of ACA for the bus funding under JNNURM to Himachal Pradesh.
The agenda item was withdrawn and not presented before the committee.

Agenda Item No. 5

Release of balance eligible Central Assistance for eligible projects sanctioned under
JNNURM.

The Committee considered the proposal and approved the proposal for ex-post facto
approval for 19 proposals for an amount of Rs.5188.62 lakh and 2 proposals for an amount
of Rs.2194.64 lakh. The list of proposals is at Annexure-II.

Agenda Item No. 6.
Setting up of 14™ Finance Commission Cell in NIUA

This is a proposal to set up 14 Finance commission cell in NIUA to examine the municipal
finance data and service level indicators. The cell will scrutinise all the information received
from state governments and prepare an MIS and analytical report. This report will be based
on necessary documents and certificates et cetera received from various state governments.
An annual report will be prepared and submitted to the coordination committee of the
municipalities highlighting the improvements or decline in own revenue incomes of ULBs,
improvements or decline in service level indicators. It will also highlight issues related to
property tax reforms and user charges reforms being adopted by the state governments and
make a Best Practice Document based on good initiatives.

The proposal will cost Rs. 193.38 lakhs over a period of 2 years. The proposal has been
examined by the IFD and concurred. The apex committee approved the proposal

Agenda Item No. 7
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Presentation by the Chief Planner, Town and Country Planning Organisation, Ministry of
Urban Development

The Chief Planner made a presentation before the participants of the meeting regarding the
Standard Operating Procedure On Urban Flooding that is being drafted by them. In the
presentation the chief planner apprised the participants about various aspects of Urban
flooding like preparedness and mitigation, agencies having role, rescue and relief operations
and post-disaster actions. The states were requested to send their additional inputs, if any,
to the TCPO.

Agenda Item No.8
Presentation by MelTY on Internet of Everything in the context of Urban flooding:

The senior director, C-DAC made a presentation on pilot project for mitigation of Urban
flooding that has been designed by them and sought Ministry support and cooperation on
its implementation. The plan was approved in principle and it was decided that the pilot
project may be implemented in the cities of Visakhapatnam, Muzaffarpur, Itanagar and the
urban areas in Joshimath to Badrinath or Guwahati to Shillong. The C-DAC was requested to
submit a formal proposal for consideration of the Ministry for consultation with IFD.

The meeting ended with a vote of thanks to the Chair.
