Subject: Release of part payment of Rs. 16,13,25,000/- to UTAdministration of
Chandigarh being 75% of the second instalment of total committed Central
Assistance (CA)(40%of the total committed Central Assistance of Rs. 54.09 Crore
for Chandigarh) against SAAPs- I, II& III for the entire Mission period, i.e., 2015-
2020 under Atal Mission for Rejuvenation and Urban Transformation (AMRUT).

Sir,

In supersession of this Ministry's administrative approval of even no. dated
27.03.2018 for Rs. 2,66,00,000/- which has lapsed due to non-transfer of funds, I
am directed to convey the administrative approval of the competent authority for the
release of an amount ofRs. 16,13,25,000/- (Rupees Sixteen Crore Thirteen Lakh and
Twenty-FiveThousand only) to UTAdministration of Chandigarh. This amount is
being released as part payment being 75% of the 2ndinstalment (40%)of the total
committed Central Assistance of Rs. 54.09 Crore for the entire Mission period under
Atal Mission for Rejuvenation and Urban Transformation (AMRUT)as project funds
for implementation of projects related to Water Supply, Sewerage & Septage
Management and Parks/Green spaces approved for the entire Mission in State
Annual Action Plan (SAAPs)I, II & III. The total size of the SAAPsof Chandigarh is
Rs. 95.07 Crore and the maximum commitment of Government of India to
Chandigarh is Rs. 54.09 crore for the entire Mission period, i.e., 2015-2020.

2. In terms of Ministry of Finance's OM No. 1(8)(1)/TA/2010/31 dated
31.01.2011, based on the administrative approval, the concerned AGmay classify
the transaction as debit to the Major Head "8658- Suspense A/c- PAOSuspense­
Transactions adjustable by the ....." and claim reimbursement from PAO of the
Ministry of Housing & Urban Affairs and clear the suspense head on realization of
the cheque.

3. The 1st instalment of 20% of committed Central Assistance against individual
SAAPswas released on the basis of estimated project cost. Further, the instant part­
payment against the 2ndinstalment is being released on the basis of estimated cost
for certain projects and approved cost for the remaining projects. Any excess or
shortfall in the funds released as Central Assistance shall be adjusted while releasing
the remaining part of2ndinstalment and / or the 3rdinstalment ofCentral Assistance.
The approved cost is the appraised cost or the tendered cost of the project (whichever
is less) and has to be taken into account by the SHPSC~
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4. The amount of Rs. 16,13,25,000/- being released currently as part payment
being 75% of 2nd instalment of committed Central Assistance may be read as under:

5. This release will be governed in terms of provisions of GFR. The Union
Territory ofChandigarh would maintain a separate account in respect ofAMRUTand
be open to inspection/audit as per provisions.

6. The money will be utilized for the purpose for which approval has been given.
Diversion of Central Grants for purposes other than the Mission projects is not
allowed and shall entail levyofpenal interest on the amount and any other action by
the ApexCommittee and may include adverse effect on release of grants.

7. As per the provision of the Mission's Guidelines, UTAdministration is required
to release the Central Assistance funds along with State share to the nodal account
of the State Mission Director within one month of release of Central share by the
Ministry otherwise interest at the rate specified by the Ministry of Finance shall be
levied on the State for delay and appropriate deductions made from future
instalments.

8. The Union Territory of Chandigarh will furnish utilization certificate in respect
of funds released at an early date in the prescribed Performa as provided in the
AMRUTguidelines.

9. UT Administration may take necessary action in respect of observations/
comments made by Apex Committee and recorded in the Minutes of 8th, 10th & 15th
meetings ofApex Committee.

10. As per the provision of the Mission Guidelines, Chandigarh will become
eligible for release of subsequent instalments after utilization of at least 75% of the
Central Assistance already released to it along with at least 75% of the convergence
share. UTAdministration, vide UC dated 21.03.2018, has submitted that the entire
amount of Rs. 10.82 crore released as 1stinstalment of committed CAagainst all 3
SAAPshas been utilized by it. As it has not yet received any funds against the project
taken up in convergence with SMARTCITYMission, no UC has been submitted
against it.

11. UTAdministration will be required to submit the certification report by the
Independent Review and Monitoring Agency (IRMA)appointed for Chandigarh that
the service level benchmarks, as assured in the roadmap contained in the SAAPs,
have been achieved. UTAdministration will also be required to submit the action
taken report on the observations of IRMAagainst individual projects. These reports
may be submitted by the UTAdministration within 90 days of the selection of IRMA
for Chandigarh and the remaining 25% funds against the combined 2ndinstalment
of all 3 SMPs will be released thereafter. \ :\\J
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12. The administrative approval has been entered at Sl. No. 02 of the appropriate
head of the sanction register maintained in AMRUT-1B section for the FY 2018-19.

13. The reimbursement claim of UT of Chandigarh will be adjusted by PAO,
Ministry of Housing & Urban Affairs from the budget head 2217.05.191.16.01.35
under Grant No. 56-Ministry ofHousing & Urban Affairsfor the year 2018-19 (Plan).

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for Chandigarh and the 25% funds against the combined 2nd instalment of all 3
SAAPswill be released thereafter.

13. The reimbursement claim of UT of Chandigarh will be adjusted by PAO,
